Regular Village Board Meeting and Annual Caucus
January 09, 2013
The Village of Blue Mounds Meeting of the Board of Trustees was called to order by Mary Miller, Village President, at 7:00 p.m. on Wednesday, January 09, 2013.  The meeting was posted on Friday, January 4, 2012.
2. Roll call: Audra Anderson, Mary Miller, Pluma Cool, Glenn Ignatius

4. Motion to convene to Caucus: Pluma Cool moved to open the annual caucus. Motion was seconded by Audra Anderson. Roll call vote was taken: Votes in the affirmative: Audra Anderson, Mary Miller, Pluma Cool and Glenn Ignatius. Votes in the negative: None. Motion carried 4-0.
Pluma moved to determine the method of tie breaking, by conducting another vote, if a tie were to occur. Audra Anderson seconded the motion. Motion passed by majority vote. 

Mary Miller appointed Angie Runde and Dan Foster to act as tellers to canvass the vote for the position of Village President and Village Trustees. 
Mary Miller appointed Glenn Ignatius, Village Trustee and Kristin Klossner, Village Clerk to preside over the nominations of caucus. 

5. Village Caucus to nominate Village President and 2 Trustee Positions:

Glenn Ignatius opened the floor for nominations for Village President. Nancy Cooper nominated Audra Anderson, nomination was seconded. Audra Anderson gave verbal acknowledgment of candidacy. Seeing no further nominations, nominations for Village President were closed. Mary Miller moved to cast a unanimous ballot. Motion carried 4-0. Audra Anderson will be the sole candidate for Village President on the ballot for the April elections. 
Glenn Ignatius opened the floor for Village Trustee nominations. Donald Zimple nominated Gary Friske, the nomination was seconded. Gary Friske gave a verbal acknowledgment of candidacy. Gary Friske nominated Phillip Solchenberger, nomination was seconded. Phillip Solchenberger gave a verbal acknowledgement of candidacy. Stan Grenda nominated Thea Skelnar, nomination was seconded. Stan acknowledge candidacy on Thea’s behalf.  Audra Anderson nominated Pluma Cool, nomination was seconded. Pluma Cool gave a verbal acknowledgement of candidacy. Audra Anderson nominated Mary Miller, nomination was seconded. Mary Miller gave a verbal acknowledgement of candidacy. Seeing no further nominations, nominations for Village Trustee were closed. 
Members present were instructed to vote for no more than two candidates for Village Trustee. Angie Runde and Dan Foster collected and counted ballots.

6. Motion to Close Caucus: Audra Anderson moved to close the annual caucus. Glenn Ignatius seconded the motion. Roll call vote was taken: Votes in the affirmative: Audra Anderson, Mary Miller, Pluma Cool and Glenn Ignatius. Votes in the negative: None. Motion carried 4-0.

7. Public Forum
Donata Hildreth asked for clarification on whom to report dead animals on the road. Reports should be made to Bob Prochaska during business hours. If the animal could cause danger to others, citizens should call non-emergency 911. 
Dan Franklin-addressed concern about the stop sign on the intersection of Blue Mountain and Smokey Mountain Trails. Franklin suggests replacing sign with one that has flashing lights to increase awareness of the sign. 

John Arnold-stated his agreement with the stop sign “problem”. Arnold suggests adding a “children at play” sign and/or speed bumps to the neighborhood. 

Stan Grenda-addressed his feelings of an inconsistency with how the stops signs are placed in the Village.  
Pluma Cool moved to suspend Roberts Rules of Order to take up the question out of its proper order; to bring about the first order of New Business to appoint an Interim Village Trustee. Motion seconded by Glenn Ignatius. Motion passed 4-0.

9b. Parks & Rec Committee Meeting Minutes of 12/18/12:  Motion made by Mary Miller to approve the minutes of the Park and Rec Committee Meeting of 12/18/12, seconded by Audra Anderson. Motion carried. 
10. Reports: Police, Water and Sewer, Streets and Parks, Clerk, Treasurer, Newspaper, and Fire District reports presented. 

The Sewer Scoping DVD is ready to be viewed. Time of viewing will be Wednesday January 16, 2013 at 8:30am at the Village Hall. 
A Water Main Break Policy and Procedure guide was requested to be developed for the next meeting.

Audra Anderson wanted to go on record stating her disappointment that the snow was not closer to the curbs. In Bob Prochaska’s absence, Gary Friske addressed the issue, stating that the snow would have been needed to be hauled away at an additional cost of equipment and labor to the Village. 
A Snow removal plan was asked to be drafted for the next meeting. 

The Board requests ID badges to be made by Clerk for the employees, conducting Property Maintenance Inspections, to wear. 
11.  Approval of bills presented for payment: Motion to approve made by Glenn Ignatius, seconded by Audra Anderson. Motion carried. 
12.  Unfinished Business:
12a. Potential Sewer Connection charge-Bob Gerber: Warren Myers addressed request from Bob Gerber. The price is determined based on output of the sewer line versus the number of lines. Mary Miller spoke about a need to move water main for hydrant, Warren Myers stated the cost of moving the main would be based on who owned the water main. Warren Myers also noted the issue of water meters at the current mobile home park and a possible need for a central meter at the cost of the Village. Pluma asked Dan Foster for a report on meters used at the mobile home to be given to the Plan Commission.  Pluma Cool moved to lay on the table the motion to for sewer connection charges to the next meeting. Motion was seconded by Audra Anderson. Motion carried. 
12. b Computer Security Quote from Troll Bytes: Angie Runde addressed the quote given by Troll Bytes to the board and a need for electrical work to be done in the office. Glenn Ignatius moved for Angie to actively pursue a quote for the work needed to set up a server and have e-mail handled in house. Pluma Cool seconded the motion. Motion carried. 
13. New Business
13 b. Jeff Moyer-December Plant Results: Jeff Moyer spoke about the plant violation that took place in December. He stated that the violation was similar to one that took place last December. He suggests that the Village explore possible causes of the violation. Warren Meyers stated that possible causes might be determined through the sewer scoping video. Warren will also follow up to see if jetting the system was done previously on an annual basis. The sewer video will be viewed on January 16th at 8:30am at the Village Hall. 

Jeff also spoke of a request from the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) to have communities take part in reducing chlorides. Possible ways to do this would be including “On Demand” water softeners into the building code for new houses. As well as developing a water softener “Tune-Up” program. The Village will draft a “Tune-Up” letter to go out with the utility letters. Additionally, the Village will ask the Building Inspector in charge of pluming inspections to include water softener brand and type on his assessment.  
13c. Renew Conditional Use Permits: 

Audra Anderson moved to approve the Conditional Use Permit for Dazzling Digits, seconded by Glenn Ignatius. Motion carried.

Pluma Cool moved to approve the Conditional Use Permit for Randy’s Auto Body, seconded by Glenn Ignatius. Motion carried. 

Glenn Ignatius moved to approve the Conditional Use Permit for Harley Blue Bar and Grill, seconded by Pluma Cool. Motion carried. 

Audra Anderson moved to approve the Conditional Use Permit for Yoga School, seconded by Pluma Cool, Motion carried. 

Pluma Cool moved that Steve Grendel be granted a Conditional Use Permit for the Spring Valley Kennel, seconded by Audra Anderson. Motion carried.  
13 d. Resolution #R13-01 Appoint Members to the CDA: Audra Anderson moved for the approval of #R13-01 with the change of spelling from Meyer to Maier, seconded by Glenn Ignatius. Roll call vote was taken: Votes in the affirmative: Audra Anderson, Mary Miller, Pluma Cool and Glenn Ignatius. Votes in the negative: None. Motion carried 4-0.
13 e. Resolution #R13-02 Allow Compensatory Time and Personal Time Earned in 2012 to be carried over until June 30, 2013: Audra Anderson moved to approve #R13-02, seconded by Pluma Cool. Roll call vote was taken: Votes in the affirmative: Audra Anderson, Mary Miller, Pluma Cool and Glenn Ignatius. Votes in the negative: None. Motion carried 4-0.
13 f. Special Meeting Needs and Policies: Mary Miller spoke on 2012’s increase of special meetings. The Board is in agreement that special meetings occurrences need to be reduced. 

13 g.  Committee Meetings: Committee chairs are asked to set meetings and let office staff know if meetings are to be canceled. 

13 h. Review Incident/Complaint Form: Kristin Klossner presented an updated incident/complaint form. Motion made by Mary Miller to adopt the new form: the form will be assigned a form number and will be posted to the Village website. This form is to be filled out at the Village Hall by citizens wishing to file a complaint or report and incident. The use of this form will ensure that proper follow up is taken. Pluma Cool seconded the motion. Motion carried. 
13i. Capital Project Designated Funds for 2013: Audra Anderson moved to keep the current designated funds the same for the next year, seconded by Pluma Cool. Discussion on the resolution to be drafted for Capital Project Designated funds continued. Glenn Ignatius moved to amend the current motion by splitting the line item for the community center, designating $40,000 to the Community Center project and $46,000 to go back into the general fund. The amendment did not receive a second, amendment died. Pluma Cool moved to amend the current motion by splitting the line item for the community center, designating $50,000 to the community center project and the remainder to go back into the general fund. The amendment was seconded by Audra Anderson. The amendment carried. The new motion reads; to keep the current designated funds for the Capital Project with the change of splitting the line item of the community center, designating $50,000 to the community center project and the remainder of the funds going back into the general fund. Motion carried 3-1.
