4.  Public Forum:  Dan Franklin spoke re: sidewalks in his sub-division are not being cleared of snow and ice in a timely manner.  He had contacted the Village Hall and Streets Department. Discussions included the need to remind everyone to keep their sidewalks cleared of snow and ice. He also expressed his concern again over the stop sign on his corner. He is concerned that if the Village removes the stop sign, people will go even faster through the area. He is concerned with the safety of the children in the area.

7.  Reports:  Reports reviewed.  The Board reviewed what type of information they would like to receive from the different departments on their monthly reports.  Audra Anderson discussed the snow plowing and the differences between when the Village plowed with the larger snow plow truck vs. the two smaller trucks.   
8.  Approval of bills presented for payment:  Motion made by Glenn Ignatius, seconded by Tim Klecker, to approve the bills presented for payment as printed and presented.  All present in favor.  Motion carried.
9.  Unfinished business:  

     9a. Computer security and update – TrollBytes Quote:  The Board reviewed the quote and discussed the timeline of implementing the server.  Motion by Glenn Ignatius, seconded by Tim Klecker to approve the quote from TrollBytes for $4,970 for the server upgrade.  All present in favor. Motion carried. 
10.  New business:  
     10a. MIG Properties, Property Division Request: The Board reviewed the property division plan.  The noted that the plan had been reviewed by the Building Inspector and the Plan Commission.  Motion by Glenn Ignatius, seconded by Tim Klecker to approve the property division request from MIG Properties.  All present in favor, motion carried.     
     10b. Dawn Lageson and Dan Kicmol, request for sewer credit due to water leak: Motion made by Glenn Ignatius, seconded by Tim Klecker to table the request until the March 13, 2013 Board Meeting by which time an actual meter read could be taken.  All present in favor, motion carried.
     10c. Warren Myers, Town ‘n Country Engineering regarding staffing changes at the Wastewater Treatment Plant:  Warren Myers informed the Board that Jeff Moyer would not be able to continue his assistance as our Wastewater Certified Operator.  Myers noted that Dan Foster meets our legal obligation for our Water, but is not yet certified to manage the Wastewater Treatment Plant.  He said that we have two options.  The first option would be to hire Brian Schult to handle the Wastewater certification for the next couple of months until Dan Foster has completed his certification.  The second option would be to call in Strand Engineering, who have a certified operator on staff.  The Board asked Angie Runde to schedule a meeting with Strand Engineering to discuss options with them.
     10d. Dan Foster regarding follow-up on DNR inspection of Water System:  Dan Foster reviewed with the Board his response to the DNR inspection that was completed last fall.
     10e.  Review of water loss and PSC reporting:  Dan Foster noted that he had updated the information to try to explain the high water loss.  He noted that they had pulled the pump and completed the repairs that should also help with the water loss.  He will continue to monitor the amounts monthly.

    10f.  Recommendation letter from Monona Plumbing per Dan Foster:  The Board reviewed and  discussed the need to continue to monitor the situation.

    10g. Chief Rose discussion and potential action regarding stop sign at Blue Mountain Avenue and Smokey Mountain Avenue:  This topic was tabled until the March 13, 2013 meeting.  Chief Rose was called to an emergency.
    10h.  Letter from Accurate Assessor regarding current litigation between themselves and Market Drive Software:  The Board reviewed the letter from Accurate Assessors stating that they are currently working to provide their own software to replace the Market Drive Software.

    10i.  Resolution #13-03 Authorizing Chief Inspectors/Election Inspectors/Registration Deputies: Motion made by Tim Klecker, seconded by Glenn Ignatius to approve Resolution #13-03 Authorizing Chief Inspectors/Election Inspectors/Registration Deputies.  All present in favor. Motion carried.

    10j.  Resolution #13-04 Capital Projects Designated Fund Resolution:  Motion made by Tim Klecker, seconded by Glenn Ignatius to approve Resolution or #13-04 Capital Projects Designated Fund Resolution.  All present in favor.  Motion carried.

    10k.  Resolution #13-05  Resolution Providing for the Filing, Distribution and Adoption of the Personnel Policies and Procedures Handbook:  The Board has areas that they would like to continue to review at the next Personnel Committee Meeting.

    10l.  Creation of sweep accounts at People’s Community Bank:  Angie Runde reviewed that People’s Community Bank discussed with the Village the need to create sweep accounts.  This would allow the Village more insurance coverage in addition the FDIC.  Motion by Glenn Ignatius, seconded by Tim Klecker to approve setting up sweep accounts with People’s Community Bank.  All present in favor.  Motion carried.

   10m.  Setting up remote deposit with People’s Community Bank:  Angie Runde discussed the benefits of setting up remote deposits.  Currently they are driving the deposits to the Barneveld location.  Motion made by Glenn Ignatius, seconded by Tim Klecker to set up Remote Deposit thru People’s Community Bank.  All present in favor.  Motion carried.

   10n.  Review of potential grant opportunities for 2013:  Angie Runde provided a listing of potential grant opportunities available in 2013.
