Regular Village Board Meeting

March 13, 2013
The Village of Blue Mounds Meeting of the Board of Trustees was called to order by Pluma Cool, Village President, at 7:00 p.m. on Wednesday, March 13, 2013.  The meeting was posted on Friday, March 8, 2013 and Monday, March 11, 2013, and accepted.
Roll call:  Pluma Cool, Audra Anderson, Glenn Ignatius, Tim Klecker.

4.  Public Forum:  John Homrig spoke re: snow removal on Diamond Circle, and provided photos.  He expressed his concern for safety, especially for children.  Audra Anderson has the same concerns for Diamond Circle, and also provided photos.  Snow extending beyond the curb into the street and blocked storm drains were discussed.
5.  Correction and approval of minutes:

     5a. Village Board Meeting Minutes of 2/13/13:  Motion made by Glenn Ignatius, seconded by Tim Klecker, to approve the Village Board Meeting Minutes of 2/13/13 as printed and presented.  Motion carried.

     5b. Joint Special Village Board and Personnel Committee Meeting Minutes of 2/20/13:  Motion made by Glenn Ignatius, seconded by Audra Anderson,  to approve the Joint Special Village Board and Personnel Committee Meeting Minutes of 2/20/13, as printed and presented.  Motion carried.
6.  Committee Reports: 
     6a. Park and Recreation Committee Meeting Minutes of 2/26/13: Motion by Audra Anderson, seconded by Tim Klecker, to approve the Park and Recreation Committee Minutes of 2/26/13 as printed and presented.  Motion carried.
7.  Reports:  Reports reviewed.  The Board discussed snow removal and displacement, plowing equipment, and where fuel is purchased.  Time spent plowing snow has caused the Streets Dept. to have overtime hours.  The use of time in the Public Works Dept. will be reviewed.  There are potholes on Mounds Road, which will be filled with gravel when it thaws.  Salt purchases are still under the contracted amount.       

8.  Approval of bills presented for payment:  Motion made by Audra Anderson, seconded by Tim Klecker, to approve the bills presented for payment as printed and presented.  All present in favor.  Motion carried.
9.  Unfinished business:  

     9a. Stop Sign at Blue Mountain Avenue and Smokey Mountain Avenue:  Chief Rose spoke.  There have been complaints of the stop signage at this intersection.  Residents have questioned why there are two stop signs on Blue Mountain Avenue.  The option of removing these two signs and adding one at Red Wolf was discussed.  The possibility of speed bumps, signs to alert drivers of children in the area, and flagging of stop signs was discussed.  Options will be explored and presented at next month’s meeting. 
10.  New business:  
     10a. Greg and Sue Steiner on request to delay special assessments - Greg Steiner requested the delay for his vacant property at 10813 Blue Mountain Avenue.  Jeff Grundahl, potential builder, stated construction would start as soon as possible with intent to be completed by 12/1/13, pending potential new owners selling their existing home.  Discussion of dates on waiver, Pluma Cool will contact Village Attorney to clarify.  Motion by Pluma Cool, seconded by Audra Anderson, to grant Conditional Waiver of Rights to Impose Special Assessments, pending approval of Village Attorney and new owner reaching a mutual agreement on the dates for construction to commence and for the home to be substantially complete.  All present in favor, motion carried.     
     10b. Update on Strand Engineering and the Waste Water Treatment Plant - Discussion on quality assurance and reports that will be due.  The SCADA system will be updated.  Strand doing a thorough job of overseeing the plant.

     10c. Set date for Village wide spring clean-up - Late April and May dates reviewed.  Date of May 11, 2013, 8:00 am until 12:00 noon, set.
     10d. Review plans for Park Shelter Remodel, presented from Park & Rec Committee - The plans are not available yet, but should be in April.  Project needs to be sent out for bids.  Bidding procedure will be researched, and grant opportunity will be checked into.  Leave on agenda for April.
     10e. Review Snow Removal Ordinance and fine procedures – New snow removal procedures presented by Chief Rose.  The Board reviewed the old ordinance and the need to update it.  The new procedures will be sent to the Village Attorney for Ordinance change. . 
   10f. Discuss and decide on annual road repairs – Village street conditions, and repairs that may be necessary, were discussed.  Of concern were Division Street, Hannah and Red Wolf, South Street and Mounds Road.
    10g. Report Reconciliation Discrepancy of Dental Health Insurance from 2012 – Due to a payroll oversight in 2012, the employee portion of the dental premium for one Village employee was not deducted from employee’s payroll during 2012.  Motion by Pluma Cool, seconded by Tim Klecker, for the Village to absorb the dental insurance premium oversight for 2012 for Andrew Rose.  All present in favor, motion carried.

    10h.  Motion to go into Closed Session per SS 19.85 (1) (c), consider Village Clerk/Treasurer’s notice of resignation; consider expanding Police Administrative position to Village Administrative position, review compensation and hours.   Motion made by Audra Anderson, seconded by Glenn Ignatius.  Motion carried.  Roll call – Present:  Pluma Cool, Audra Anderson, Glenn Ignatius, Tim Klecker.  Absent:  none.
    10i. Reconvene to Open Session, any actions – Roll call – Present:  Pluma Cool, Audra Anderson, Glenn Ignatius, Tim Klecker.  Absent:  none.
Motion by Glenn Ignatius, seconded by Tim Klecker, to accept Angela Runde’s resignation, her last day to be after the Spring election.  All present in favor, motion carried.

Motion by Tim Klecker, seconded by Glenn Ignatius, to extend Wendy Burch’s hours and responsibilities, and increase her pay to $16.00 per hour, to help out while finding a new Clerk/Treasurer.  All present in favor, motion carried. 

Motion by Pluma Cool, seconded by Audra Anderson, to post Clerk/Treasurer position per marked up copy for advertising.  All present in favor, motion carried.
