April 10, 2013
The Village of Blue Mounds Meeting of the Board of Trustees was called to order by Pluma Cool, Village President, at 7:01 p.m. on Wednesday, April 10, 2013.  The meeting was posted on Monday, April 8 and Tuesday, April 9, 2013, and accepted.

4.  Public Forum:  Bob Noethe spoke re: stop sign at Blue Mountain Avenue and Smokey Mountain Trail.                  

As this is an agenda item (9a.), it will be discussed at that time.  Dan Franklin asked that the procedure to fill the open Trustee position at the next Board meeting be verified.  The Board explained that the Board members nominate and vote on the open Trustee position.  If a resident who is not on the Board has a candidate or themselves to nominate, they will need to notify a Board member to do so.  Karen Riek asked to go on public record that someone was injured from a fall on the ice at Mounds Park during the Blue Mounds Advancement Society Easter Egg Hunt on March 23rd.    Village President requested that insurance company be notified.

6.  Committee Reports: 
     6a. Park and Recreation Committee Meeting Minutes of 3/19/13: Motion by Pluma Cool, seconded by Tim Klecker, to approve the Park and Recreation Committee Minutes of 3/19/13, as corrected.  Motion carried.
7.  Reports:  Reports reviewed.  Dan Foster discussed the water meter updates. The work has started at the east end of the Village, and is moving west.  In addition to installing new meters, cross connection, chloride and grease info is being provided to residents.   Pluma Cool also discussed the need to review South Street, Division Street and Mounds Road for needed repairs.         

8.  Approval of bills presented for payment:  Motion made by Audra Anderson, seconded by Glenn Ignatius, to approve the bills presented for payment as printed and presented.  All present in favor.  Motion carried.
9.  Unfinished business:  

     9a. Stop Sign at Blue Mountain Avenue and Smokey Mountain Avenue:  Speed and running stop signs are the main concern.   Chief Rose presented info for speed bumps and signage options, and also offered the temporary use of a speed trailer.  Bob Noethe spoke.  He is against removing stop sign and he observes vehicles ignoring it regularly.  It is a danger to children and pets, and a safety issue.  Would like to see additional signs and speed bumps.  Dan Franklin has a great concern for children and pets.  If stop signs are removed, there needs to be a better alternative.   Stan Grenda suggested adding a stop sign at Smokey Mountain Trail and Blue Mountain Avenue to make a three way stop.  Pluma Cool spoke, to leave stop signs intact, check on cost for speed table, check into signs for children and bump alerts, and more analyzing on stop signage.  Speed bump, signage and related info provided by Police Department was reviewed.  Motion by Audra Anderson, seconded by Tim Klecker, to purchase speed table and corresponding signage, to be put across Blue Mountain Avenue, for approximately $1,000.00.  Motion carried.  
     9b. Lageson Utility Credit:  Dawn Lageson and Dan Kicmol recently requested a sewer credit on their utility bill due to a water leak.  Motion by Audra Anderson, seconded by Pluma Cool, to approve a $161.94 sewer credit to Dawn Lageson and Dan Kicmol.   Motion carried.  

     9c. Review plans for Park Shelter Remodel:  Audra Anderson presented the plans on behalf of the Park and Recreation Committee, and reviewed changes.  The bathrooms would be moved from the north side to the west side of the building.  Windows and appliances would be updated, the roof redone, and a grease trap put in.  Would like to have the work completed in the fall, and will be applying for a Dane County Parks grant, which would match funds to a certain amount.  Since the cost will be over $25,000.00, it will need to be put out for bids.

     9d. Computer updates, review options for proposed server installation:  Written options and comparisons were provided to the Board, as prepared by Wendy Burch.  Outside service is more efficient than in house for small businesses and municipalities.  The cost is less, and there is no need to have IT person on staff.  Motion by Tim Klecker, seconded by Audra Anderson, to approve the managed server hosting.  Motion carried.   


10.  New business:  
     10a. Russ Larson, Race Day Events, for Horribly Hilly:  Russ Larson of Race Day Events, on behalf of Horribly Hilly, was here to answer questions and address concerns.  The event, which is a ride, not a race, is scheduled for June 15, with 1300+ participants.  The impact to the Village will be mainly during the first one and a half hours of the ride.  Roads will not be closed, power will be self- contained and street permit will be applied for.  The starting area has been reorganized, from Division Street in the past, to Mounds Road. 

      10b.  Matt Heindl, Liquor License request for Hazelnut Café:  Discussion of different types of liquor licenses.  There are no operators for the Café at this time.  Motion by Tim Klecker, seconded by Audra Anderson, to approve liquor license request from Matt Heindl.  Motion carried. 

      10c. Discuss septic waste hauled into Waste Water Treatment Plant from outside sources:  Dairyland USA brings loads to the plant on a regular basis.  Discussion of Hogan hauling waste in to the plant, as this week they dumped a load, and then removed foam.  Request to notify Hogan by letter to suspend any deposits until further notice.  Discussion followed regarding Hogan being used to clean out at the plant, pending review of this option with Sacha.  Suggestion of taking no more deposits until problems are under control.  Request from some Board members to be notified of WWTP meetings / visits from Strand.   
     10d.  Set date for Open Book:  Motion by Pluma Cool, seconded by Audra Anderson, to approve Open Book date of Wednesday, July 15, 2013, from 5pm to 7pm, and Board of Review for Monday July 30, 2013, from 5pm to 7pm.  Motion carried.
      10e. Bonus pay for excellent performance:  Motion by Pluma Cool, seconded by Tim Klecker, to award $500.00 bonus pay for excellent performance to Donna Skogen.  Motion carried.
      10f. Resolution for Partner for Recreation and Conservation (PARC) grant:  No material available.  Include on agenda for 4/17/13 Special Board Meeting.  
      10g. Statement regarding Blue Mounds Grocery:  Pluma Cool announced that this item involves her and removed herself to the audience.  Audra Anderson was appointed to preside over the meeting, and read a statement to clarify that remarks made at a recent Board Meeting were unfounded.  Motion by Tim Klecker, seconded by Glenn Ignatius, to approve Statement from the Village Board in Support of Local Businesses.  Motion carried.  Motion by Audra Anderson, seconded by Glenn Ignatius, for Pluma Cool to be in charge of meeting.  Motion carried.  Audra Anderson returned to her Trustee seat.  
     10h. Motion to go into Closed Session per SS 19.85(1)(c) – Review applications for Clerk/Treasurer.  Motion by Audra Anderson, seconded by Tim Klecker, to go into Closed Session.  Motion carried.  
    10i.  Reconvene to Open Session, any actions: Motion by Audra Anderson, seconded by Glenn Ignatius, to contact four applicants to interview for Clerk/Treasurer position on April 17, 2013, beginning at 6 pm.  Motion carried.
