Regular Village Board Meeting

May 8, 2013
The Village of Blue Mounds Meeting of the Board of Trustees was called to order by Audra Anderson, Village President, at 7:00 p.m. on Wednesday, May 8, 2013.  The meeting was posted on Monday, May 6, 2013, and accepted.

4.  Appoint Trustee for Vacant Seat:   Village President Audra Anderson announced that she had two village residents who were interested in the position.  Audience questions regarding the procedure to fill this seat were explained.  Motion by Audra Anderson for Pluma Cool to fill that vacancy, no second.  Motion by Audra Anderson, seconded by Gary Friske, to nominate Tim Klecker to fill vacant Trustee seat.  Motion carried.
5.  Appoint Trustees and village residents to Committees:  The Board Member list was updated.  Personnel Committee to to be determined at 5/15/13 Joint Special Board and Personnel Meeting.  Possible subcommittees for Police, Public Works and Other.  Plan Commission – Curt Winter no longer interested, Dave Lorenz and Donna Sefton, interest unknown at this time.  Zoning Board of Appeals – non board members.  Park and Recreation Committee – no changes.  Economic Development Commission – add Gary Friske, check with Tim Klecker, needs two board members.  Historical Preservation Committee – has never met, created in May 2011.  Board of Review – all Board members.  
Motion by Audra Anderson, seconded by Glenn Ignatius, to nominate Pluma Cool to fill vacant position on the Economic Development Commission.  Motion carried.  Motion by Audra Anderson, seconded by Glenn Ignatius, to nominate Gary Friske as Trustee on Economic Development Commission.  Motion carried.  Motion by Audra Anderson, seconded by Glenn Ignatius, for Weed Commissioner to be Bob Prochaska, one year term.  Motion carried.  
6.  Public Forum:  none

7a.  Regular Village Board Meeting Minutes of 4/10/13:  Sacha Tetzlaff spoke re: item 10(c).

Stated he was never asked if hauled waste should be stopped, and did not request hauling to be stopped.  It is at the Village’s discretion, but hauling does not need to be halted.  Random samples are a good idea.  Motion by Glenn Ignatius, seconded by Gary Friske, to approve the Regular Village Board Meeting minutes of 4/10/13 as corrected with Sacha’s clarifications to 10(c).  Motion carried.  
7b.  Regular Village Board Meeting Closed Minutes of 4/10/13:  Motion by Gary Friske, seconded by Glenn Ignatius, to approve the Regular Village Board Meeting Closed Minutes of 4/10/13 as printed and presented.  Motion carried.

7c. Special Village Board Meeting Minutes of 4/17/13:  Audra Anderson spoke.  Ellen Clark called earlier today to decline the Clerk/Treasurer position, which she had previously accepted with the intent to begin working here on 6/3/13.  The second candidate was contacted and is interested.   This will be discussed at the 5/15/13 Special Board and Personnel Committee Meeting.  Motion by Glenn Ignatius, seconded by Gary Friske, to approve the Special Village Board Meeting Minutes of 4/17/13 as printed and presented.  Motion carried.
7d.  Special Village Board Meeting Closed Minutes of 4/17/13:  Motion by Glenn Ignatius, seconded by Gary Friske, to approve the Special Village Board Meeting Closed Minutes of 4/17/13 as printed and presented.  Motion carried.

8a.  Park and Recreation Committee Meeting Minutes of 4/16/13:  Audra Anderson spoke.

PARC Grant has been sent in, will take about two months for response.  Rough cost estimate of $44,062.94.  Motion by Gary Friske, seconded by Glenn Ignatius, to approve the Park and Recreation Committee Meeting Minutes of 4/16/13 as printed and presented.  Motion carried.

9.  Reports: Police Report:  Chief Andrew Rose spoke.  The radar trailer has been borrowed from Mt. Horeb and placed on Blue Mountain Avenue.  It will be moved to Mounds Road next.  Data from it will be analyzed, and available in the near future.  The speed humps, which are 32 feet wide (curb to curb), arrived on May 6th.  They are black and yellow, very visible, sturdy and cost effective.   The snow plow will be able to go over them slowly.  Their speed limit is 25 mph, which should not be a problem for vehicle damage.  Public Works Report:  The pump does not work on the street sweeper, but it can be used on a rainy day when the street is wet.  Land spreading waste from the Treatment Plant should begin next week.  The pump will be lowered over the weekend.  It should be able to remove more volume than in the past. Two ways to get rid of Nocardia bacteria – pull off the top intermittently, or reduce the volume in the tank to two or three days’ worth of sludge, to shorten the time bacteria stay in the plant, which will prevent the bacteria from maturing.  

10.  Approval of bills presented for payment:  Checks not available at this time.  Will be included with 5/15/13 meeting.  
11a.  Stop sign at Blue Mountain Avenue and Smokey Mountain Trail, update:  Discussed with Police Report.

11b. Waste Water Treatment Plant, update:  Sacha Tetzlaff spoke.  The plant is being maintained at a good level.  Nocardia bacteria are present, and they are difficult to remove.  Removing them also removes good bacteria.  Nocardia has not severely affected the quality of effluent that is leaving the plant.  Assisted Dan in preparing for Wastewater Operator Certification Exam, which he has taken.  There is one month remaining of Strand assistance as operator for the treatment plant.
12a.   Purchase of outlet for Waste Water Treatment  Plant digester room pump:   The type of outlet needed will be expensive, with a price around $700.00.  Oimoen Electric has provided a quote estimate.  Request for a second quote, from Kellogg.  These will be reviewed at 5/15/13 meeting.  
12b. Beverly Petrolis, Blue Mounds Advancement Society, dumpster fee for Festival of the Mounds:   Beverly is not present at this time.  Karen Riek spoke.  She believes Beverly Petrolis did not feel it was fair that the Blue Mounds Advancement Society pay the bill for the dumpster used at their Festival.  It was mentioned that the Village already waives the park reservation fee and the street use permit fee.  Motion by Audra Anderson, seconded by Glenn Ignatius, not to reimburse the Blue Mounds Advancement Society for the 2012 dumpster fees, and to resend the bill for 2011.  Motion carried.
12c.  Street Use Permit 13-01, Horribly Hilly:  Street signs are their responsibility.  Motion by Gary Friske, seconded by Glenn Ignatius, to issue Street Use Permit 13-02 for Horribly Hilly.  Motion carried.
12d. Arbor Day Proclamation:  Because the Village is a Tree City USA participant, it needs to have an Arbor Day Proclamation.  In 2012, this status lapsed, but it can be reinstated.   Two trees were planted by the welcome sign in 2012, but there was no proclamation.  Discussion followed for 2013  tree planting, with possible Boy Scout involvement in planting an oak tree at the park, along with a ceremony.  The Bruce Company will give a discount for Tree City trees.  Necessary paperwork will be mailed to the State Forester.
