Regular Village Board Meeting

June 12, 2013
The Village of Blue Mounds Meeting of the Board of Trustees was called to order by Audra Anderson, Village President, at 7:00 p.m. on Wednesday, June 12, 2013.  The meeting was posted on Monday, June 10, 2013, and accepted.

Motion by Glenn Ignatius, seconded by Phil Solchenberger, to suspend Roberts Rules of Order to go to agenda item 10b.  Motion carried.

10b.  Pam Dunphy, Dane County Highway Dept., update on County Highway F/Cave of the Mounds Road Project: Pam Dunphy spoke.  Design could be done in 2014, for proposed 2015 construction, for Cave of the Mounds Road from County Hwy. F through the railroad trussel, and continue east on Division Street to Hwy. ID.  There would be no cost to the Village for the County to do the design, which would include the storm sewer as well as the street project.  Plan would change the intersection at Hwy. F and Cave of the Mounds Road from a curve, to a T intersection.  The Village would pay for any water and sewer improvements.  Cost sharing between the Village and the County is commonly 50/50, with the Village to take over maintenance of the road after completion of the project.  If the Village places a special assessment on property owners for curb and gutter, its full cost would be the responsibility of the Village.  Rough estimate of the project cost is $650,000, with the Village portion around $300,000.   If cost sharing or jurisdictional transfer does not occur, the project will not happen.  The road would be patched.  Discussion of other roads in the Village, including Division Street, South Street, and Mounds Road, which are in need of repair also.  Request to have Warren Myers estimate repair costs for these streets.  Also questions of the DNR replacing the culvert by the railroad trussel, and the County mowing the steep hillside north of Hwy. ID and west of Mounds Road.   Include this road project item on the July 10th meeting agenda, and let Pam know the Village’s intent to pursue or not pursue the Hwy. F/Cave of the Mounds road project by July 11.   
4.    Public Forum:  Resident concerned about tire in the ditch along Highway ID in the Village.  Public Works will contact the County to remove it.

7.  Reports:  Water and Sewer – Dan Foster spoke.  Tom of CTW will be here on Thursday or Friday to remove meter on well #3 for calibration, which is done every two years.  If it does not calibrate well, it will have to be replaced.  After next water meter readings for billings are completed, installation of drive by water meter readers will begin.  Warren Myers spoke re: Waste Water Treatment Plant replacement fund and provided a calculation worksheet. Stated the sewer fund is in good shape.  Arbor Day:  Tree City activities to proceed.  Alliant to be billed for hole in storm drain caused by their equipment.  Monona Plumbing will be filming sewer line for grease problem, will provide results and report.  Horribly Hilly event:  They will need barricades, and something to close off streets as Mounds Road will be temporary closed for beginning of ride.   

8.  Approval of bills presented for payment:  Motion by Phil Solchenberger, seconded by Tim Klecker, to approve the bills presented for payment.  Motion carried.  

9a.  Appoint Trustees and village residents to Committees:  Updates discussed for listing of Committee members.  
Motion by Glenn Ignatius, seconded by Phil Solchenberger, to suspend Roberts Rules of Order to go to item 10c.  Motion carried.

10c. Changing of Ordinance 2.04 Committees:  Discussion of this ordinance’s changes to the   Personnel Committee structure, changing it from one committee to three, Personnel, Public Works and Public Safety.  No motion made.

9b. Stop sign at Blue Mountain Avenue and Smokey Mountain Trail; speed bump:  Chief Andrew Rose spoke.  Wrong speed bumps were shipped, request has been made to waive the return fee.  No payment was made.  Additional options from different companies were presented.  Bob Prochaska to do more research.  Previous motion for $1,000 still stands.  

Motion by Audra Anderson, seconded by Tim Klecker, to suspend Roberts Rules of Order to go to item 10a.  Motion carried.  

10a. Holding Tank Agreement, Dairyfood USA:  Kent Pusch spoke, Vern Winker also present.  The original holding tank agreement was formed 26 years ago, in 1987.  They have a 40,000 gallon tank for storage, which is processed water that is hauled out to fields, and a 10,000 gallon tank for sewage, which is hauled to the Village Wastewater Treatment Plant by Backroad Haulers.  They are looking to the future and the need to bury tanks.  The new tank agreement is needed by Dane County for approval of new septic and storage tanks.   Sacha Tetlaff commented that the waste from Dairyfood has higher levels of some bacteria than typical domestic sewage. Kent stated that they could haul daily, if that could cure the problem.   Samples are being taken from the loads before they are emptied at the treatment plant.  
Approval of the holding tank agreement, and what is being hauled in to the treatment plant, are two separate issues.  Motion by Gary Friske, seconded by Phil Solchenberger, to approve the Holding Tank Agreement with Dairyfood USA.  Motion carried.
Motion to suspend Roberts Rules of Order to go to item 10k.

10k.  Donation canister in Village Hall for Blue Mounds Garden Club:  Andrea Flickinger spoke.  Would like to place a donation canister at the Village Hall for the Blue Mounds Garden Club, a local, nonprofit organization.   Motion by Tim Klecker, seconded by Glenn Ignatius, to approve placing a Blue Mounds Garden Club collection jar at the Village Office.  Motion carried.  

9c. Waste Water Treatment Plant:  Update from Sacha Tetzlaff.  Filamentous  bacteria is growing in numbers.  Nocardia is still present, but is under control, and is difficult to get rid of.  Bacteria samples has identified three additional bacterias.  Bacteria is higher in the effluent, where there is a risk of it leaving the plant.  Warmer temperatures increase the growth rate.   Waste hauled in from Dairyfood has a high level for domestic waste, this could be looked into further.  Also, offer to show Dairyfood a questionable sample.  Chloride source reduction permit ready to finalized with DNR, changing the Sewer Use Ordinance is required.

9d.  Water Meter for Well #3:  Covered in item 7 – Reports

9e.  Water Loss issues:  Water loss currently stands at 29.8%.  The mobile home park is a concern for water loss.  Discussion of one meter for the mobile home park, have Warren Myers estimate a cost for this.  

10d.  Stop signs at Jones Street and Ridge Street:  Discussion of stop signs at this intersection, no changes made to current locations.   
10e.  Sludge Storage Pump:  Information on a high quality pump from Xylem was provided.  It is a costly item covered by the sewer replacement fund.  Request to check for another manufacturer for the same product and provide at June 19, 2013, meeting.  

10f. Audit information:  Audra Anderson has met with Kevin Krysinski, and provided an audit draft copy.  

10g.  Financial Viability of Water Utility:  Letter received in August 2012, no further action has been taken.
10h.  Upgrade on Village Hall:  Discussion of addition to the Village Hall, adding on the south and west, and the procedure to get this started.  The cost to draw up plans will be $700.00.  There is a need to have something to show to the public.  Grant money is potentially available.  Motion by Glenn Ignatius, seconded by Tim Klecker, to approve $700.00 to draw up plans for updated Village Hall.  Motion carried.

10i.  Skid Steer Rental:  Currently renting a skid loader from Mid States Equipment.  Estimate provided from Kalscheur Implement with better terms.  Discussion of rental vs. purchase.  Motion by Glenn Ignatius, seconded Gary Friske, to approve Kalscheur Implement lease agreement, and get paperwork completed.  Motion carried

10j. Review Employee Comp Time and Payout:  Dan Foster has 85.75 hours of comp time.  Pay down to 40 hours with next payroll, before the end of June.

10l. Proposed Certified Survey Map from Iowa County, Extraterritorial plat review: Motion by Gary Friske, seconded by Glenn Ignatius, to accept the Certified Survey Map from Iowa County.  Motion carried.
10m. Liquor License Renewal, Blue Mounds Grocery & Crafts:  Motion by Glenn Ignatius, seconded by Gary Friske, to renew the liquor license for Blue Mounds Grocery and Crafts.  Motion carried.  
10n. Liquor License Renewal, Harley Blue:  Motion by Tim Klecker, seconded by Phil Solchenberger, to renew the liquor license for Harley Blue.  Motion carried.

10o. Liquor License Renewal, Hooterville Inn:  Motion by Gary Friske, seconded by Glenn Ignatius, to renew the liquor license for Hooterville Inn.  For -4, against – 0, abstain – 1 Audra Anderson.  Motion carried.
10p. Liquor License Renewal, The Hazelnut Café:  Motion by Gary Friske, seconded by Glenn Ignatius, to renew the liquor license for The Hazelnut Café.  Motion carried.

10q. Cigarette License Renewal, Blue Mounds Grocery & Crafts: Motion by Glenn Ignatius, seconded by Phil Solchenberger, to renew the cigarette license for Blue Mounds Grocery and Crafts.  Motion carried.
10r.  Operator License Renewal:  Motion by Phil Solchenberger, seconded by Glenn Ignatius, to renew the operator licenses per listing, with the exception of Abby Baumeister and Beverly Flint.  Motion carried.
