MINUTES
Regular Village Board Meeting

July 10, 2013
The Village of Blue Mounds Meeting of the Board of Trustees was called to order by Audra Anderson, Village President, at 7:00 p.m. on Wednesday, July 10, 2013.  The meeting was posted on Monday, July 8, 2013, and accepted.
Roll call:  Audra Anderson, Glenn Ignatius, Gary Friske, Tim Klecker, Phil Solchenberger
Absent: none
The Board, in unison, led the reciting of the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Citizens and Others Present:  Dan Foster, Andrea Flickinger, Terry Baumeister, Warren Myers, Jeff Moyer, Pam Dunphy, Greg Petersen, Linda Grenda, and Jason Richie - Mt. Horeb Mail. 
Motion by Glenn Ignatius, seconded by Tim Klecker, to suspend Roberts Rules of Order to go to agenda item 9a.  Motion carried.

9a.  Pam Dunphy, Dane County Highway Dept., update on County Highway F/Cave of the Mounds Road Project: Pam Dunphy spoke.  She presented rough estimate costs which differed from the last months’ estimate.  Tim Klecker questioned plan costs and questioned whether or not a more exact estimate would be possible.  Ms. Dunphy is working on submission of the 2014 Dane County budget and needs to know whether the Village will commit to the project so Dane County can plan accordingly. Discussion continued regarding railroad trussel and culverts in the area.  Pam explained that the railroad is not included in cost.  Warren Myers explained to the Board that he also estimated the same area and compared his estimate to the County’s.  Ms. Dunphy can approach the DNR regarding the bridge.  There is erosion in the bridge area also that will need to be addressed.  Comments received from the public regarding flooding and whether that may be alleviated after the project is complete.  Ms. Dunphy informed the Board that she would coordinate with the residents to address those issues.  It was recommended that prior to any road construction that the sewers be televised to determine if there are any issues with the lines before road construction begins.  Dane County will cost share with the Village on the bridge.  After brief discussion asking for more time to make a decision and being informed that if the project waits the County could give the Village CTH F when Dane County population is over 500,000 at the next census by statute. It was explained that if cost overruns are extreme the Village may be able to withdraw from commitment of the project.  The County would not pay for any right of way.

Motion by Audra Anderson, seconded by Gary Friske to commit to the project design, constructional and jurisdictional transfer for the scope of the project as presented.  Motion carried.

6a.  Park and Recreation Committee Meeting Minutes of 6/18/13:  Motion by Phil Solchenberger, seconded by Tim Klecker, to approve the Park and Recreation Committee Meeting Minutes of 6/18/13 as printed and presented.  Motion carried.

7.  Reports:  Water and Sewer – Dan Foster spoke.  The water meter calibration was not completed as there was a problem at the plant when Tom of CTW arrived.  This will be done soon.  Dan is requesting and discussion was held regarding a part-time or on-call employee to assist Dan at the plant and with the other job duties.  There was discussion on the compliance maintenance annual report given by Jeff Moyer.  Arbor Day:  The trees still have not been planted and this issue will be on the next Park and Recreation meeting agenda.  
8.  Approval of bills presented for payment:  Motion by Gary Friske, seconded by Phil Solchenberger, to approve the bills presented for payment.  Motion carried.  

9b.  Speed Bump:  Dan explained that the new speed bump is working effectively.  The bill for the speed bump originally purchased from The Speed Bumps and Humps Company will not be paid.  Andrew Rose has been trying to get them to come and get the speed bump.
9c.  Water Meter Calibration for Well #3.  Has not been completed, this will be placed on the August agenda.

9d.  Skid Steer Rental:  Will be delivered on August 1, contract signed.

9e.  Sludge storage pump: Discussed and will be ordered.

9f.  Audit Information:  No information has been received by the auditor; this item will be placed on the August agenda.

9h.  PARC Grant Update:   Audra explained that she was told that the Village did not get any funding for the shelter house because the grant monies were used for a skate park in Madison.  The Village can apply again next year.
9i.  Remodeling of Village Hall:  Peter, with the Mount Horeb Do It Center measured the building on July 9th.  He will present some general plans for discussion which will be placed on the Economic Development agenda.
10a.  Blue Mounds Advancement Society, Festival Concerns:  Audra was at the previous meeting and assured the committee that the Village supports their group.  The Advancement Society will be on the August agenda.
10b.CMAR Resolution:  The compliance report was submitted and the issues contained in the report will be addressed.  Motion by Glenn Ignatius, seconded by Gary Friske to pass Resolution #R13-07 with the addition of paragraph number 2.

10c.  Refunding of existing Rural Water Loan:  Audra informed the Board that she spoke with Phil Cosson from Ehlers and Associates  and was told that he would not be able to give a good estimate on savings at this time due to the volatility of the bond market.  Motion by Gary Friske, seconded by Glenn Ignatius to have Ehlers and Associates come to the August meeting to present options for refunding.
10d.  Meeting with Dairyfood USA:  Gary Friske will be setting up a meeting, no business will be conducted.
10e.  Street Projects:  Reviewed report and estimate from Warren Myers, the Board thanked him for the thorough report.  Discussion followed regarding water leaks.  No action taken.
10f.  Board Members Working for Village:  It was reported that board members cannot work for the Village they can volunteer; however, they cannot be compensated.  The Village is not liable for injuries individuals receive while volunteering.
10g.  Acceptance of Streets and Parks Superintendent resignation letter:  Motion by Glenn Ignatius, seconded by Tim Klecker, to accept the resignation of the Streets and Parks Superintendent.  Motion carried
10h.  Motion to go into Closed Session per SS 19.85 (1)(b) and (1)(c):  Motion by Glenn Ignatius, seconded by Gary Friske, to go into Closed Session.  Motion carried.  Time:  9:15 pm.
10i.  Reconvene to Open Session, any actions as a result of Closed Session:  Motion by Glenn Ignatius, seconded by Tim Klecker, to reconvene to Open Session.  Motion carried.  Time:  9:45 pm.  Motion by Gary Friske, seconded by Glenn Ignatius, to place an advertisement to hire for the position of Superintendent of Streets & Parks.  Ad to be placed in the Mount Horeb Mail, Dodgeville Chronicle and on Craigslist for two weeks with an application deadline of Monday, July 29th at 5:00 p.m.  A Personnel Committee Meeting will be scheduled for July 31st to review applications.  Four for and one against.  Motion carried.
