MINUTES
Regular Village Board Meeting

March 12, 2014
The Village of Blue Mounds Meeting of the Board of Trustees was called to order by Audra Anderson, Village President, at 7:00 p.m. on Wednesday, March 12, 2014.  The meeting was posted on Friday, March 7, 2014.
2. Roll call: Audra Anderson, Tim Klecker, Phil Solchenberger, and Gary Friske
Absent:  Glenn Ignatius
Citizens and Others Present: Dan Foster, Kim Ipsen, Andrea and Thom Flickinger, Linda Grenda, Karen Riek
4. Public Forum:  Andrea Flickinger informed the Board of her concern that alternate side parking is not being enforced.  President Anderson stated she will discuss the concern with the Chief of Police.
5.  Correction and approval of minutes:

5a. Village Board Minutes 02/12/2014:  Phil Solchenberger moved to approve the minutes of the Village Board Meeting of 02/12/2014, seconded by Gary Friske.  Motion carried. 

5b.  Personnel Committee Minutes of 02/19/2014:  Gary Friske moved to approve the minutes of the Personnel Committee Meeting of 02/19/2014, seconded by Phil Solchenberger.  Motion carried.
5c.  Plan Commission Committee Minutes of 02/25/2014:  Gary Friske moved to approve the minutes of the Plan Commission Committee Meeting of 02/25/2014, seconded by Phil Solchenberger.  Motion carried.

6.  Reports: Police, Water and Sewer, Streets and Parks, Treasurer, and Fire District reports presented. 

The police department will be taking part in the drug take back program on April 26, 2014.  Kim Ipsen told the Board that the plow truck’s transmission was repaired.  The cost to repair was $4,000.00.  Dan Foster reported to the Board that the bio solids report is half way complete.
7.  Approval of bills presented for payment: Motion made by Phil Solchenberger, seconded by Tim Klecker to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried. 
8.  Unfinished Business:
8a. Robert Noethe, zoning change update:  Audra Anderson updated the Board on the situation regarding the request to change the zoning in the PUD Commercial area.  A meeting was held with Clerk Michek, Attorney Dregne and Kevin Krysinski in order to determine what that area was zoned and what potential changes to the zoning would have on the financial aspects of the TIF.  Attorney Dregne said there should be a General Development Plan, Specific Implementation Plan or PUD ordinance.  These items have not been found.  There will be follow up with the attorney regarding the next steps.
8b. Village Hall Remodeling:  The board discussed the updated plans.  Town & Country Engineering will likely return after snow melts to complete the outside measurements and elevations. 
8c. Influent Grinder and Aerators at Plant:  This item will be moved to April agenda, as bids have not been received.

8d. Ordinance 2.04 Structure of Committees:  Discussion was held regarding the committees and appointments with the upcoming election and whether it was beneficial to wait to assign trustees to the committees until after the election.  Motion by Gary Friske, seconded by Phil Solchenberger to approve Ordinance 2.04 Structure of Committees.  Roll call vote held: Four yes, one absent.  Ordinance approved and will be posted, committee appointments will be held after the new members begin.
9.  New Business:
9a. Blue Mountain special assessment waiver request:  President Anderson updated the Board on the matter, due to the fact that the property taxes are now delinquent, the village attorney is going to research whether anything can be done to waive those special assessments.
9b. Easter Egg Hunt:  Karen Riek spoke to the Board and informed them that the annual Easter egg hunt will be held on April 19 at noon at the Mounds Park.  Ms. Riek asked that if there was ice on the concrete if Public Works would put salt down.  She said last year there were 55 children that participated.
9c. Gordon and Lee Lehner sewer credit request:  Mrs. Lehner spoke to the Board requesting a credit on the sewer portion of their bill, there was a leaky toilet.  Motion by Tim Klecker, seconded by Phil Solchenberger to give the Lehner’s a credit on their utility bill of $7.67.  Motion carried. 
9d. Vacation for Part Time Employees, recommendation from Personnel Committee:  Gary Friske explained to the Board that in completing the new Handbook, it was overlooked that some part time employees received vacation.  Motion by Gary Friske, seconded by Phil Solchenberger to approve the part time vacation schedule recommended by the Personnel Committee.  Motion carried.
9e. Resolution establishing dates and times of meetings:  Not addressed.
9f.  Request for carryover of vacation time:  Motion by Tim Klecker, seconded by Gary Friske to allow Dan Foster to carryover his vacation time until the end of 2014.  Motion carried, one abstain.  Motion by Gary Friske, seconded by Phil Solchenberger to allow Andrew Rose to carryover his vacation time until the end of 2014.  Motion carried.
9g.  Purchase of small truck and/or ATV:  Phil Solchenberger informed the Board of the need for a smaller vehicle and requested a limit of $5000.  Having a different vehicle will save wear and tear on the larger trucks and would save fuel.  Samples are run twice per week and the samples need to be on ice, therefore they cannot mail the samples.  Further discussion was held that the purchase of a UTV or ATV type vehicle to use at the ball diamond, water meter reading, use by the garden club and other small jobs may be valuable to the village.  Audra Anderson voiced her concerns regarding the ball diamond and the upgrades and didn’t want a vehicle to damage it.  Last summer Barneveld drug the field.  Audra Anderson is going to contact Barneveld and see if they would be interested in cost sharing a vehicle to drag the infield.  Kim Ipsen updated the Board on his search for a new plow truck.  The board is hopeful that once all the vehicles are in place this item won’t have to be discussed for a while.  Tim Klecker suggested that since Audra Anderson has the authority to allow a $5000 purchase, perhaps public works should watch for a vehicle and then contact her if they find something they are interested in, the Board was in favor of this.  
12.  Future agenda items:  Tim Klecker would like to address vacation time carryover and asked that the new board review this matter.   Audra Anderson shared the notice for the annual insurance meeting, and offered for any other board member to attend, since she was unable.

13.  Adjournment.  Tim Klecker moved to adjourn, Phil Solchenberger seconded.  Motion carried.   Time: 9:04 p.m.
