MINUTES
Regular Village Board Meeting

May 14, 2014
The Village of Blue Mounds Meeting of the Board of Trustees was called to order by Audra Anderson, Village President, at 7:00 p.m. on Wednesday, May 14, 2014.  The meeting was posted on May 9, 2014.
2. Roll call: Audra Anderson, Jim Frame, Tim Klecker, Phil Solchenberger, and Gary Friske
Absent:  None
Citizens and Others Present: Dan Foster, Kim Ipsen, Andrea Flickinger, Cheryl Wittke, Linda Grenda
4. Public Forum:  Village resident asked when the speed bumps would be put down again in the Blue Mountain subdivision, and if they could be placed at a different location.  Public Works will be installing them in the next few weeks, in the same location, as there are holes drilled for them in the street.
5.  Correction and approval of minutes:

5a. Village Board Minutes 04/09/2014:  Phil Solchenberger moved to approve the minutes of the Village Board Meeting of 04/09/2014, seconded by Jim Frame.  Motion carried. 

5b. Park and Recreation Committee Minutes of 04/15/2014: Phil Solchenberger moved to approve the minutes of the Park and Recreation Committee Meeting of 04/15/2014, seconded by Gary Friske.  Motion carried. 
5c. Economic Development Commission Meeting of 05/06/2014:  Gary Friske moved to approve the minutes of the Economic Development Commission Meeting of 05/06/2014, seconded by Phil Solchenberger.  Motion carried.
6.  Reports: Police, Water and Sewer, Streets and Parks, Treasurer, and Fire District reports presented. 

Discussion on Water and Sewer report, also on Streets and Parks report.  Vacancy in part time mowing position, as current employee will be leaving the position in a couple of weeks.  The opening will go to the newly forming Public Works Committee.
7.  Approval of bills presented for payment: Motion made by Phil Solchenberger, seconded by Jim Frame, to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried. 
Motion by Audra Anderson, seconded by Tim Klecker, to suspend Roberts Rules of Order to go to Item 9a.

Motion carried.  

9a. Safe Communities Dane County, Med RX drop box, Cheryl Wittke:  Chief Andrew Rose and Cheryl Wittke presented information on the program.  A drop box would be provided to the Village for the year round collection of unwanted drugs.  It would not include other medical supplies, such as needles.  The box would be furnished, and secured to the floor in the Village Hall.  Contents would be disposed of once a year, in the spring, but could be done more often if necessary.  The fee for one year is $1,000.00, but the suggested prorated contribution for a Village this size would be $250.00 per year.  Informational materials were left for handouts.  Cheryl made the offer for the Village to also connect to a Safe Communities free service that includes identifying communities that participate in the program.  Motion by Tim Klecker, seconded by Phil Solchenberger, to approve the agreement with Safe Communities of Dane County.  Motion carried.  Request from Cheryl to sign and mail back the form to her.
8.  Unfinished Business:
8a. Robert Noethe, zoning change update:  Audra Anderson informed the Board that Attorney Matt Dregne will be here for the June Board Meeting.  Will be on the Plan Commission agenda for this month.   
8b. Village Hall Remodeling, update:  A proposal submitted by NCI Roberts was presented to the Board by Gary Friske.  Phase I, Preliminary Design/Cost Estimating services, was proposed for a fee of $4,300.00.  Phase II, Completion of Design, Engineering, and Construction was proposed for a fee of $8,800.00, plus Construction Management Services, which would be 9% of construction costs.  Gary will be getting another proposal.  A grant will be submitted when the costs are determined.

8c. Borders and mulch at Mounds Park, update:  Audra Anderson presented a bid from Gerber Leisure Products for mulch.  Discussion of amount of mulch needed and cost comparison with T&J Landscaping estimate.  Further discussion included separating bark from sand areas, moving the sand digger, and the location for a sand box.  Motion by Gary Friske, seconded by Jim Frame, to approve the Gerber Leisure Products bid for 100 yards of mulch for $24.00 a yard delivered.  Motion carried.  . 
8d. UTV purchase and payment, are park funds to be used:  Discussion related to the recent purchase of a 2014 Polaris Ranger.  Funds to pay for the UTV can come from the investment pool account set aside for parks, or taken from the general fund parks budget.  Discussion continued into use of all park investment pool funds for park shelter remodeling, leaving any future park expenses to budgeting.  Motion by Gary Friske, seconded by Phil Solchenberger, to take park portion of UTV purchase price out of parks fund budget.  Motion carried.  
8e. Update Employee Handbook on carryover of vacation time, part time employees and committees:  Vacation for part-time employees is not included in the 2014 Personnel Handbook.  Review part-time employee’s vacation information as written in 2009 Personnel Handbook.  (page 4-4, “Regular Part-Time Employees’  Vacation” through number of years employed-number of vacation hours scale)  Update references of 2005 to 2011.   Motion by Gary Friske, seconded by Jim Frame, to update Employee Handbook vacation section as was in previous (2009) handbook.  Motion carried.  No change made to carryover of vacation time.  
Public Safety and Administrative Committee – President Audra Anderson nominated Tim Klecker and Phil Solchenberger to the Public Safety and Administrative Committee.  Motion to approve nomination by Gary Friske, seconded by Jim Frame.  Motion carried, 5 for, 0 against.  President Anderson nominated Audra Anderson and Gary Friske to the Public Works Committee.  There was no motion to approve.  President Anderson nominated Gary Friske and Jim Frame to the Public Works Committee.  Motion to approve nomination by Tim Klecker, seconded by Phil Solchenberger.  Motion carried.  4 for, 1 against.  A. Anderson voted nay.  These committees will meet only as necessary, Public Works on the 3rd Wednesday, and Public Safety and Administration on the 4th Wednesday, of the month. 
8f. Review CMAR reporting process: The report has been completed, and grades have improved over the previous year’s report.  Audra Anderson expressed she would like additional time to review, and compare to last year’s report. Dan Foster noted that a Resolution number is needed to file with the report, which is due June 30th.  Audra Anderson asked to have this item placed on the agenda for the June Board Meeting.

9b. Appointment of Committee Members, for new terms:  Committee appointments given by President Anderson.  Zoning Board of Appeals: renew Rick Kelly, term May 2014 – April 2017, add Glenn Ignatius, term May 2014 – April 2017, Alternate Cecile McManus, term May 2014 – April 2017, one open seat.  Park and Recreation Committee:  renew Tim Haag, term May 2014 – April 2017, renew Donata Hildreth, term May 2014 – April 2017.  Economic Development Commission:  Add Jim Frame, term May 2014 – April 2016, renew Pluma Cool, term May 2014 – April 2016, remove Shelley Lichte.  Board of Review:  add Jim Goldsmith, term April 2014 – April 2016, add Linda Grenda, term April 2014 – April 2015.  Assessor:  Accurate Appraisal, term May 2014 – May 2015.
Motion by Phil Solchenberger, seconded by Tim Klecker, to accept Committee Member appointments as given by President Anderson.  Motion carried.

9c. Municipal ordinance prosecution attorney, discussion and possible action:  Two law firm options were presented by Chief Andrew Rose.  The firms are Murphy Desmond and Smith & Tabor.  Presented comparison of services offered by each firm.  Both are proposing a $150.00 hourly fee.  Murphy Desmond would only charge an hourly rate, with no fee for mileage, postage, etc.  Smith & Tabor would charge for these.  Chief Rose recommended the prosecution attorney be present for court to speed up the process for those pleading not guilty, as the next steps in the process could be handled immediately, eliminating some future phone/email communications.  Motion by Gary Friske, seconded by Phil Solchenberger, to hire Jonathan Bruni of Murphy Desmond for court prosecutor.   
9d. Ordinance to Revise and Consolidate, Amend, Supplement and Codify the General Ordinances of the Village of Blue Mounds:  Motion by Phil Solchenberger, seconded by Gary Friske, to approve Ordinance A-221, An Ordinance to Revise and Consolidate, Amend, Supplement and Codify the General Ordinances of the Village of Blue Mounds.  Roll call vote: 5 for, 0 against.  Motion carried.
9e. First Quarter Budget Reports:  Reports available for review.  In the future, the Board will continue to review quarterly.

9g. Review fees and fines, update and approve: Fee and fine listing reviewed, changes have been made to property maintenance and inspection.  Motion by Phil Solchenberger, seconded by Jim Frame, to approve Resolution R14-02, Resolution to Establish License and Permit Fees.  Motion carried.

9h. Donation from BMAS for refrigerator for Mounds View Park:  Blue Mounds Advancement Society has offered to donate $2,300 to the Village for the purchase of a refrigerator for Mounds View Park.  The Society requested a plaque recognizing the donation be placed at the Park.  Motion by Tim Klecker, seconded by Phil Solchenberger, to accept the donation from Blue Mounds Advancement Society for the refrigerator.  Motion carried.

9i. Signature card from People’s Community Bank:  New signature cards are necessary due changes on the Village Board.  The cards have been provided by the Bank, and will be signed by the current Board members. 
9j. Mount Horeb Area Fire Joint Fire District Emergency Services Ordinance:  Sample ordinance provided.  Add to June agenda.
