MINUTES
Regular Village Board Meeting

May 13, 2015
The Village of Blue Mounds Meeting of the Board of Trustees was called to order by Audra Anderson, Village President, at 7:00 p.m. on Wednesday, May 13, 2015.  The agenda was posted on May 11, 2015.
2. Roll call: Audra Anderson, Phil Solchenberger, Jim Frame, Tim Klecker and Gary Friske
Others Present who spoke:  Ron Boehnen, Pluma Cool, Attorney Michelle Affatati, and Warren Myers.
4. Public Forum:  Pluma Cool addressed the Board regarding the Garden Club using the shelter for a gathering on July 18.  President Anderson stated the permit needed to be completed and the shelter would be reserved for the function.
5.  Correction and approval of minutes:  

5a. Village Board Meeting of 04/08/2015:  Motion by Phil Solchenberger, seconded by Gary Friske to approve the Village Board Meeting minutes of 04/08/2015.  Motion carried.  

6.  Reports:  Reports were reviewed.  The Board would like reports from the building inspector to continue.
7.  Approval of bills presented for payment:  Motion made by Phil Solchenberger, seconded by Jim Frame to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried. 

Unfinished Business:
8a.  Quit Claim Deed from Boehnen:  Mr. Boehnen spoke to the Board regarding the attorneys’ conversation regarding the Quit Claim Deed, Motion by Phil Solchenberger, seconded by Tim Klecker to approve the deed.  Motion carried. 
8b.  Public Hearing regarding Special Assessments for CTH F:  President Anderson stated the public hearing on the curb and gutter assessments will be on May 26 at 7:00 p.m. at the Town of Blue Mounds Hall.
8c.  Grand Opening of Park Shelter:  President Anderson stated that the DNR had not yet given their approval for the pathway, and wanted to wait to hold the open house until the path was completed.  

8d.  Crack filling/seal coating Mounds Road:  Gary Friske stated there were two companies that bid the project; the lower bid was from Scott’s construction.  Motion by Phil Solchenberger that Mounds Road be resurfaced by Scott’s Construction as long as the bid remains the same, second by Jim Frame.  Motion carried.
8e.  Screening Equipment Update:  Phil Solchenberger updated the Board on the screening equipment, it is in and working well and the entire project came in under budget.
8f.  Plan Commission Ordinance A-229.  President Anderson explained the structure of the new Plan Commission, which will incorporate the duties of the Economic Development Committee.  Motion by Phil Solchenberger to approved Ordinance A-229 to Amend CH 9 Article II and repeal CH 9 Article V, second by Gary Friske.  Roll call vote:  Five (5) yes.

New Business:

9a.  Request from J. Theobold to reduce drainage easement in the industrial park:  Mr. Theobold would like to build storage units in the industrial park and in order to have enough room for the project he would like the drainage easement reduced.  He hired an engineering firm to evaluate the situation which was accepted by the Board.  Warren Myers explained the easement and stated it would be acceptable.  Mr. Theobold now needs to do a new survey and if the Board would approve that then he can proceed.  Set for June meeting.
9b.  Committee Members for new terms:  President Anderson nominated Tim Klecker, Amy Anderson, Dave Lorenz, Pluma Cool, Donna Sefton and Joe Witmer to the new Plan Commission, nominations were approved by the board.  Pat Collins was reappointed for a three year term to the Zoning Board of Appeals, Karen Riek was newly appointed to the Zoning Board of Appeals for a three year term.  Kirk Lechten was reappointed to the Park and Recreation Committee for a three year term.  Phil Solchenberger was appointed to the Board of Review as an alternate.  All nominations were approved by the board. 
9c.  Request to Attend UW Green Bay Institute:  The Clerk was awarded a full tuition scholarship to attend the institute.  Tim Klecker moved to approve the request, seconded by Gary Friske.  Motion carried. 
9d.  Fence and Field at Mounds View Park:  Phil Solchenberger stated the right field fence is in need of repair; President Anderson voiced concern over safety if someone would slide into the fence.  Paul Zwaska visited the park and gave some options for the drainage problem in the field, such as putting in catch basins.  Motion by Tim Klecker, seconded by Jim Frame to approve G&H Fencing for the repair of the fence at Mounds View Park.  Motion carried.
10.  Closed Session per § 19.85 (1)(e) and (g):  Deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public property, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session and conferring with legal counsel for the governmental body who is rendering oral or written advice concerning strategy to be adopted by the body with respect to litigation in which it is or is likely to become involved.  Mobile home park water main easement and master meter.

Motion by Phil Solchenberger, seconded by Jim Frame to go into closed session with Village Attorney Michelle Affatati and Village Engineer Warren Myers.  Roll Call five (5) yes.  The Board went into to closed session at 7:44 p.m.

11.  Motion by Tim Klecker, seconded by Phil Solchenberger to return to open session at 8:20 p.m.  The Clerk contacted Mr. Gerber and the board awaited his arrival before continuing. 

Warren Myers explained the options to Mr. Gerber, first option was to put in one master meter near the park office, the second option was to master meter the main going to the old well in multiple places.  Further explained to him that the Public Service Commission would be issuing a letter stating that if he wanted the Village to take over the water infrastructure in the mobile home park that he would have 1 to 2 years to upgrade the system.  Attorney Affatati explained that there was uncertainty with the easement that was recorded in 1977; the easement referred to only the sanitary sewer easement but had two maps attached she stated that document would need to be clarified either by an agreement between the parties or by the court to determine what the document is precisely referring to.  Mr. Gerber doesn’t want to maintain the main to the old well as the pipe is a transite pipe.  Mr. Myers explained the use of transite pipe and then told Mr. Gerber that if the village were to take control of that main there would need to be a 30 foot easement and the pipe may need to be dug up.  Mr. Gerber asked what he would do about the water hydrants, Mr. Myers stated that the village would enter into an agreement with him to maintain the hydrants and he would be charged for any maintenance, and if an agreement couldn’t be reached a hydrant could be removed.  Attorney Affatati stated that she would give Mr. Gerber the letter from the PSC as soon as she had it available and then would wait to hear from him on how he wanted to proceed with master metering the park.  
12.  Future agenda items:  None.
13.  Adjournment.  Phil Solchenberger moved to adjourn at 9:00 p.m., seconded by Jim Frame.
