MINUTES
Regular Village Board Meeting

June 10, 2015
The Village of Blue Mounds Meeting of the Board of Trustees was called to order by Audra Anderson, Village President, at 7:00 p.m. on Wednesday, June 10, 2015.  The agenda was posted on June 8, 2015.
2. Roll call: Audra Anderson, Phil Solchenberger, Jim Frame, Tim Klecker and Gary Friske
Others Present:  Attorney Michelle Affatati, Warren Myers, Karen Riek, Robert Gerber, Sara Mand, Michael and Abbey Egnew, Kim Ipsen.
4. Public Forum:  None.
5.  Correction and approval of minutes:  

5a. Village Board Meeting of 05/13/2015:  Motion by Phil Solchenberger, seconded by Jim Frame to approve the Village Board Meeting minutes of 05/13/2015.  Motion carried.  

6.  Reports:  Reports were reviewed.  President Anderson asked Kim Ipsen if he had addressed drainage at the ball field; it is not done yet, contractors are too busy.  .
7.  Approval of bills presented for payment:  Motion made by Tim Klecker, seconded by Gary Friske to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried. 

President Anderson asked to suspend Robert’s Rules of Order to deal with item 8.b. through 9.c. 
Unfinished Business:
8b.  Garden Club Shelter use request:  Motion by Tim Klecker, second by Jim Frame to allow the Blue Mounds Garden Club to use the shelter without a fee on July 18.  Motion carried.

8c.  J Theobold survey:  John Theobold summarized his plans for building and the survey, the middle of the ditch was further east and will now be centered.  The lot line is changed slightly; Warren Myers reviewed the survey and had no concerns.  Motion by Tim Klecker to approve the survey, seconded by Gary Friske.  Motion carried.
8d.  Mounds View Park open house and pathway update:  President Anderson stated that the DNR has finally approved the pathway.  Finks will do the path soon; Gary Friske asked if signs were needed for the path.  The Board chose July 11, 2015 as the open house, it will be held from noon until 3 p.m.   Clerk is to notify the paper.  

8d. Seal Coating Parking lot at Mounds View Park:  A bid was received from Renu Seal to put on two coats of sealant and stripe the lot for $2000.00.  Motion by Phil Solchenberger second by Jim Frame to approve the $2,000 bid from Finks to seal coat the parking lot with Kim Ipsen cold patching it first.  Motion carried.
New Business:

9a.  Street Use Permit from Jason Uptegraw:  Motion by Tim Klecker, seconded by Phil Solchenberger to approve the street use permit for Jason Uptegraw.  Motion carried.
9b.  Special Assessment of Egnew property:  Abbey Egnew spoke to the board stating she felt it was unfair to pay the special assessment since they don’t own the property.  Gary Friske agreed they shouldn’t have to pay the special assessment.  President Anderson agreed and asked them if they would be willing to accept ownership of the small parcel.  Egnews’ stated they would be willing to take over the property.  Motion by Gary Friske, seconded by Tim Klecker to waive the special assessment for curb and gutter for the Egnews and to have the Village assume the costs.  Carried.  Clerk is to determine increase in property assessment for them. 
9c.  Sara Mand driveway relocation, 10903 Cave of the Mounds Road:  Ms. Mand is requesting to change the location of her driveway.  Warren Myers asked if the driveway width was remaining the same, she stated it was thereby not changing the special assessments.  She may complete the drive with pavers in the future.  Motion by Gary Friske, seconded by Phil Solchenberger to allow Sara Mand to relocate her driveway.  Motion carried. 
President Anderson moved to go back to 8a.
8a.  Resolution Confirming Easement Recorded in 1977 and Authorizing Water Utility to Comply with PSC Regulations:  Discussion was held regarding a letter Attorney Affatati received from the Public Service Commission regarding metering in the mobile home park.  Jeff Stone with the PSC told her that the metering in the park doesn’t comply with the Public Service Commission regulations; however, if the park and the utility agree it can remain metered as is.  She further was informed that if the park is master metered and sold it will be in compliance if there are not master meters prior to sale it would need to be brought up to code.  She asked if the utility wanted to proceed with master metering.  Gary Friske asked if there’s a transfer of ownership would there need to be an upgrade to the system, Attorney Affatati stated if the corporation continued to operate it then it did not need to be brought up to code.  Warren Myers reminded the Board that the PSC is going to continue to be concerned about water loss which is high in the village.  Attorney Affatati stated regardless of how the Board wanted to proceed the easement that was recorded in 1977 needed to be clarified and confirmed.  President Anderson prefers master meters and wants to change the current configuration.  Gary Friske is in favor of master metering the park also.  Kim Ipsen voiced his concern over water loss as did Tim Klecker.  Mr. Gerber stated he had a person coming to the park in July to check for leaks and asked how the village knew where the leaks may be located, Warren spoke to that question and explained how leaks can be detected.  Mr. Gerber stated he started the park in 1972 and the pressure then was a lot lower than it is now and voiced his concerns about the pressure being too high, Warren Myers said that pressure is within guidelines and is necessary to feed the entire village and also required to comply with fire flow.  If there are master meters installed a regulator can be put in to lower the pressure if that’s a problem within the mobile home park.  Both Dan Foster and Warren Myers would be meeting with the meter supplier to discuss options.  Warren Myers stated that there should be a flush hydrant beyond the main in order to maintain water quality and water aesthetics.  Attorney Affatati will be drafting a resolution confirming the 1977 easement was for water and sanitary sewer and a second resolution will be drafted for the master metering.  This item will continue at the July meeting.
Warren quickly updated the village on the status of CTH F, they encountered an issue with the large culvert under the bridge; an angle in the culvert will now be necessary as the water main is in the same area.  Further Dane County has met with all of the property owners and there are only two issues remaining. 

New Business: 
9d.  Hazelnut Café:  Discussion was held among the board members regarding the status of the café.  President Anderson stated she has been emailing the owner asking for a status update and was told recently that she is working with the University of Wisconsin to determine viability of a business in the village.  President Anderson stated the area is a disaster, that it smells and has become a health hazard and the back of the building is worse than the front.  Motion by Audra Anderson, seconded by Gary Friske to have the commercial building inspector issue a letter requiring the area to be cleaned up by July 7, 2015.  Carried.
9e.  Liquor License renewal for Blue Mounds Grocery:  Motion by Tim Klecker, seconded by Phil Solchenberger to approve the liquor license for the Blue Mounds Grocery.  Motion carried. 
9f.  Liquor license renewal for Harley Blue and Hooterville Inn:  Motion by Jim Frame, seconded by Gary Friske to approve the liquor license for Harley Blue.  Motion carried.  President Anderson abstained.

9g.  Cigarette License renewal for Blue Mounds Grocery:  Motion by Phil Solchenberger, seconded by Jim Frame to approve the cigarette license for Blue Mounds Grocery.  Motion carried.  

9h.  Operator license renewals:  Motion by Tim Klecker, second by Jim Frame to approve all of the operator renewal licenses presented.  Motion carried.
9i.  Operator’s license, Sandy Jo Hendrickson:  Motion by Tim Klecker to approve the operator’s license for Sandy Jo Hendrickson, seconded by Gary Friske.  Motion carried.
10.  Future agenda items:  Special assessments for curb and gutter; master metering.
11.  Adjournment.  Gary Friske moved to adjourn at 8:40 p.m., seconded by Jim Frame.
