MINUTES
Regular Village Board Meeting

December 9, 2015
The Village of Blue Mounds Meeting of the Board of Trustees was called to order by Audra Anderson, Village President, at 7:00 p.m. on Wednesday, December 9, 2015.  The amended agenda was posted on December 8, 2015.
2. Roll call: Audra Anderson, Phil Solchenberger, Jim Frame, and Gary Friske.

Tim Klecker was absent.
3. Pledge of Allegiance was recited in unison.
4.  Public Forum:  Harriet Irwin asked if there were leash and dog feces laws in the village.  President Anderson told her that there were and if there continues to be issues she could contact the police department.
5.  Correction and approval of minutes:  

5a. Village Board Meeting of 11/11/2015:  Motion by Solchenberger, seconded by Friske to approve the Village Board Meeting minutes of 11/11/2015.  Motion carried.  

6.  Reports:  Reports were reviewed.  Friske discussed a generator at the plant and asked to discuss later in the agenda.  He also told the board that the back stop at the ball park would be left up this year in hopes that there would be less damage to it, when it’s rolled up it causes damage.  Anderson suggested lowering the fence to relieve pressure on it.  An audience member asked why the engineer was in the mobile home park, she was told it was for future planning of the master metering project.  Anderson questioned why the banners were not put in the spots the committee suggested, Friske stated the map was missing, Anderson will supply a new map.  Anderson also said that Dan Foster had contacted her and she approved the purchase of the pump for the sewer plant, since it was an emergency.  
7.  Approval of bills presented for payment:  Motion made by Solchenberger, seconded by Frame to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried. 

8.  Unfinished Business:

8a.  10985 Division Street:  Nothing to report.
8b.  Snow Emergency:  Motion by Solchenberger, seconded by Friske to approve Ordinance A-231 Snow Emergency.  All voted in favor, motion carried. 
8c.  Logo/Slogan for Blue Mounds: No discussion - will be taken off the agenda until Plan Commission meets again.

8d.  Annexation of land to the village.  Clerk explained that a petition for annexation would need to be filed with the village, the town and the Department of Administration.  No action until it is received from Mr. Gundahl.
8e.  Release of Special Assessment on Lot 1 in industrial park.  No discussion, board approved release at the November meeting and document was prepared.
New Business:
9a.  Resolution Authorizing Chief Inspectors/Election Inspectors/Registration Deputies.  Motion by Friske second by Solchenberger to approve Resolution R15-16 Authorizing Election Inspectors.  Motion carried.
9b.  Johnson Block Engagement Letter:  Motion by Solchenberger, seconded by Frame to approve the engagement letter from Johnson Block for the 2015 audit.  Motion carried. 
9c.  2016 Village Caucus:  Anderson moved to have the village caucus on January 13, 2016 at 6:30 p.m., second by Friske.  Motion carried. 
9d.  Withdrawal from Local Government Property Insurance Fund.  Clerk informed the board that insurance premiums were expected to go up over $7,000.00 and that she received a new quote that was less than the current premiums, the current policies expire in February.  Motion by Frame, second by Solchenberger to withdraw from the LGPIF.  Motion carried.
9e.  Repair to sanitary sewer manhole on Cave of the Mounds Road:  Friske reported to the Board that there was damage to a sewer manhole on Cave of the Mounds Road and with the recent rain all the ground water was rushing into the plant and could potentially damage the plant.  Dan Foster received a bid from Visu-Sewer to fix it for about $2,000 and they could potentially repair it quickly.  They use a foam product to seal the damaged area.  The board all agreed they didn’t want to have to dig up the new road to fix this issue.  Motion by Friske, seconded by Solchenberger to approve the repair to the sewer manhole by Visu-Sewer on Cave of the Mounds Road.  Motion carried.
Discussion was also held on a generator public works found on auction.  For a number of years the board has been told there needs to be a generator at the plant.  A typical generator would cost approximately $30,000 or more and public works was hopeful this generator would go for roughly $10,000.  Anderson stated she felt it was necessary to get the generator and suggested a figure of $12,000.  Motion by Solchenberger to authorize public works to bid on the generator up to $12,000, second by Frame.  Motion carried by all voting in favor.

11.  Adjournment.  Solchenberger moved to adjourn at 7:45 p.m.
