MINUTES
Regular Village Board Meeting

March 9, 2016
The Village of Blue Mounds Meeting of the Board of Trustees was called to order by Audra Anderson, Village President, at 6:30 p.m. on Wednesday, March 9, 2016.  The agenda was posted on March 3, 2016.
2. Roll call: Audra Anderson, Phil Solchenberger, Tim Klecker and Gary Friske
Jim Frame was absent.
Others Present: John Brixy, Warren Myers, Nickolas Bubolz, and Bob Gerber.
4. Public Forum:  John Brixy, candidate for Dane County Board spoke.
5.  Correction and approval of minutes:  

5a. Village Board Meeting of 02/10/2016:  Motion by Solchenberger, seconded by Friske to approve the Village Board Meeting minutes of 2/10/16.  Motion carried.  

6.  Reports:  Reports were reviewed.  Solchenberger reported that he spoke with the Barneveld Fire Department about burning the conservancy.  They charge per acre and it was suggested it be done on a Saturday.  Park and Recreation committee will discuss burning and dogs in the conservancy.    
7.  Approval of bills presented for payment:  Motion made by Solchenberger, seconded by Klecker to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried. 

Unfinished Business:
8a.  10895 Division Street:  Anderson reported that the building inspector is keeping in contact with the owner.  
8b.  Conditional award of a contract for mobile home park water main:  Warren Myers and Nickolas Bubolz spoke to the board regarding the awarding of a contract for the master meter project. Myers stated the design is complete and it was time to make decisions on the project.  The bids didn’t include the meters; there were two bids above the estimated expense and two below. The design, engineering and bidding has all been completed. The low bid was from Rule Construction and the base bid was for 8” ductile iron. There were alternates, one was to use 6” main and a second was to use 8” PVC.  He explained pros and cons to using PVC. The water pressure is satisfactory and 6” would be fine.  The savings using PVC is less than $10,000. The board needed to decide whether the main should be PVC or ductile. PVC is used all over the state and is acceptable, the problems are with tracing and if you need to repair it. The total cost of the project will be in the $200,000 range.  The only uncertainty is if when digging they encounter rock. Friske stated he wanted to go forward. Motion by Solchenberger to use ductile piping 8” in size for the main and to accept the bid of Rule Construction in the amount of $163,612.00 conditioned upon securing the easement, second by Friske. Motion carried. 
8c.  Authorization to complete a survey and establish an easement:  Discussion was held regarding the need for a thirty foot easement. Nickolas Bubolz spread out a map of the project and they explained the design of the area and where master meters will be located. The area will be surveyed and that legal description will be used to create the proper easement. Bob Gerber stated he was against the thirty foot easement since some of the homes are located right up to the road and he preferred a twenty foot easement.  Further discussion was held regarding a twenty-five foot easement and a temporary thirty foot easement during construction. They will keep the road open during construction and will attempt to minimize the disruption in service, if there will be Bob and the residents will be notified.  Friske asked Mr. Gerber if he would be willing to go with twenty-five; he was told he couldn’t build anything over the easement, but driveways, sidewalks, and landscaping is also allowed. Gerber wanted a twenty-foot easement. Motion by Friske to have a permanent twenty-five foot easement and a limited thirty foot easement during construction and to have a surveyor develop the legal description, seconded by Solchenberger.  Motion carried. 
8d.  Authorization for village attorney to develop a water main easement:  Motion by Solchenberger, seconded by Klecker to authorize the village attorney to draft the water main easement for the mobile home park and present it for signatures.  Motion carried.
8e.  Authorization for the village to purchase master meters for the mobile home park project:  Myers explained that the bid from Rule Construction did not include the purchase of the master meters.  At this point there is a need for three two inch meters and one four inch meter.  Myers stated that Dan Foster can take care of ordering the meters and these meters will be in a manhole so they won’t freeze. Anderson asked about timing of the project and Myers explained that the bid was set up to allow the contractor to do it when they are available and once started must be done within thirty days, but it may not be done until September or could be earlier.  The construction company must maintain constant access.  There is a $1000 penalty per day if the construction goes over the thirty day period. Contractor will coordinate with Mr. Gerber and those that may be affected.  Motion by Solchenberger, seconded by Friske to directly purchase the master meters needed for the manufactured home community park after the easement is signed. Motion carried.
Bob Gerber stated after the project was completed he would need a letter from the Village stating that the park was in compliance and he could sell it as is.  Myers stated the village would have no problem issuing a compliance letter for the public water system, but would not issue a statement regarding the private water system in the park. 
New Business:
Anderson asked to suspend Robert’s Rules of Order to deal with 9b and 9c.

9b.  Dark Sky Ordinance:  John Theobald spoke to the board regarding the need to better lighting in the Industrial Park as the dark sky ordinance shines the light down and not out and it’s very dark.  He’s had thefts from his business and better lighting would act as a deterrent. In addition, snow plowing is dangerous without proper lighting.  Motion by Friske, second by Klecker to eliminate the dark sky requirements in the industrial park.  Motion carried, all in favor.  

9c.  Signage at entrance to industrial park:  John Theobald asked if the board would be in favor of paying for a wooden framed sign for the entrance of the industrial park so that each business could buy a sign and put it on the main framed sign.  He stated that no one really knows what is in the industrial park and this would help people.  The board was in favor of this and Mr. Theobald will return with pricing.  

Anderson asked to return to the regular agenda.
9a.  Sewer Credit:  Discussion was held regarding the request for a sewer credit.  Motion by Klecker to issue a sewer credit to Bob Noethe in the amount of $57.60, seconded by Solchenberger.  Motion carried. 
9d.  Horribly Hilly request to use streets:  Discussion was held regarding the problems in previous years, but based on Chief Rose’s discussion and assurance there would not be problems they were in favor.  Friske stated if there were problems this year he was inclined to not approve a permit next year.  Motion by Friske to approve the street use permit for the Horribly Hilly event, second by Solchenberger.  Motion carried. 
9e.  Community Boosters request to use shelter for festival:  Anderson stated the days for the festival are September 16 – September 18.  Motion by Klecker, seconded by Solchenberger to allow the Blue Mounds Community Boosters to use the shelter without fees for the festival.  Motion carried. 

9f.  Village Wide Clean-Up Days  Motion by Solchenberger, seconded by Friske to have the village wide clean-up day on May 7th from 8:00 a.m. until noon.  Motion carried
9g.  Vacation carryover requests:  Discussion was held regarding vacation carryover and that this was the third year that people were over the allowed 40 hours.  They will be allowed to carryover only 40 hours.
10.  Future agenda items:  Individual water meters in the mobile home park.
11.  Adjournment.  Phil Solchenberger moved to adjourn at 7:47 p.m.
