MINUTES
Regular Village Board Meeting

August 10, 2016
The Village of Blue Mounds Meeting of the Board of Trustees was called to order by Audra Anderson, Village President, at 6:30 p.m. on Wednesday, August 10, 2016.  The agenda was posted on 08/05/2016.
2. Roll call: Audra Anderson, Phil Solchenberger, Jim Frame, Randy Cushman and Gary Friske.
Others present:  Karen Riek, Dan Foster, Nickolas Bubolz, Warren Myers. 
4. Public Forum:  Karen Riek commented on how well she thought the master meter project went in the mobile home park, she said that Rule Construction did a great job and she was really pleased with how it went.

5.  Correction and approval of minutes:  

5a. Village Board Meeting of 07/13/2016:  Motion by Solchenberger, seconded by Frame to approve the Village Board Meeting minutes of 7/13/16.  Motion carried.  

6.  Reports:  Reports were reviewed.  Friske reported that the village employees cleared out the guard rail area even though it should be done by the county highway department.  Solchenberger stated all the bark was laid in the parks and commented it looked good.   
7.  Approval of bills presented for payment:  Motion made by Solchenberger, seconded by Friske to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried. 

Unfinished Business:
8a.  10985 Division Street:  Clerk reported that the building inspector told her that the plans were nearing completion according the property owner, there was a question on run off calculations, hence the contact. 
8b.  Fluoride Removal:  Dan Foster spoke in regards to this matter, he stated that there is no requirement to add fluoride.  Warren Myers also spoke to the board in regards to the same and stated fluoride is not mandated by the Department of Natural Resources, it is introduced into public water systems in order to help prevent dental decay in children.  He further stated that fluoride equipment corrodes more quickly due to the corrosive nature of the chemical and chlorine and fluoride need to be kept separate.  Foster stated that at WRWA meetings he has attended there are fewer communities each year that are introducing fluoride into their public water supply.  Foster also reported that there are additional costs associated with the testing of the fluoridated water, the equipment, and chemical purchases.  The board collectively agreed that due to the availability of fluoridated products and the belief that many people drink bottled water they were in favor of stopping the introduction of fluoride into the public water supply.  Motion by Solchenberger, seconded by Frame to eliminate the addition of fluoride into the public water supply and to notify all residents of that on the next utility bill.  Motion carried.
8c.  Town & Country Engineering – Master Meter Project:  Nickolas Bubolz from Town & Country Engineering explained the changes to the original bid for the mobile home master meter project.  Many of the changes were necessary due to what was uncovered during construction. Bubolz went through each change and explained it in detail to the board.  Increases were seen in laterals, water main, and rock excavation.  Nick was going to check on a couple of items and would give the clerk the okay to pay Rule Construction.  Motion by Solchenberger, seconded by Friske to pay Rule Construction $189,561.00 contingent upon Town & Country Engineering’s approval.  All voted in favor. 
8c.  Resolution R#16-04 Fire District Advisory Referendum:  Not taken up, resolution from July is fine.
New Business:
9a.  Blue Mounds Community Boosters Use of Shelter:  Motion by Solchenberger, seconded by Friske to allow any non-profit group use of the shelter without a fee as long as they check with the clerk and shelter isn’t rented.  Motion carried.  
9b.  Food Pantry use of Shelter on September 25:  Approved.
9c.  Sewer credit request:  Discussion was held regarding the requested sewer credit, it was a faulty water softener that was running continually.  Motion by Friske, seconded by Frame to give John Hansen a sewer credit in the amount of $221.15.  Motion carried.  
9d.  Fireworks Permit for Festival of the Mounds:  Discussion was held regarding fireworks, the permit was approved but board members voiced concerns about cleaning up afterward and the early morning shooting off of leftover fireworks.  Anderson reported it would not be an issue this year.
9e.  Temporary Operator’s Permit for the Festival of the Mounds:  Motion by Solchenberger, seconded by Cushman to approve the temporary operator’s permit for Joseph Meier.  Motion carried.  
9f.  Utility Communication System Updates:  Dan Foster explained to the board that the radios housed at the tower, wells and sewer plant that communicate with each other are outdated and cannot be repaired.  He shared three quotes for the radios and antenna upgrades.  He discussed the situation with Ben Heidemann from Town & Country Engineering and was told the upgrades would be necessary; especially if in the future the SCADA was upgraded at the plant.  It would be a shared cost between the water and sewer funds.  
The board reviewed the quotes.  Motion by Friske to approve LW Allen proposal up to $11,586 for the radios and antennas, Frame seconded. Motion carried. 

10.  Motion to go into Closed Session for interviewing employees:  Motion by Solchenberger, seconded by Cushman to go into closed session for the purpose of interviewing a part time employee.  Motion carried.

11.  Return to Open Session:  Solchenberger moved to return to open session, Cushman seconded, all in favor.  Friske moved to hire part time police officer, Joel Zietsma, seconded by Frame.  Motion carried.  
12.  Future agenda items:  None.
13.  Adjournment.  Solchenberger moved to adjourn at 8:20 p.m.
